Summary of TCD-Thapar Teaching Fellows’ Optional workshops

FO1: Peer Observation of Teaching
Karminder Singh Ghuman, L M Thapar School of Management

The Peer Observation of Teaching (POT), is a process to receive constructive feedback from a
peer regarding one’s teaching style, methodologies, and strategies. It can assist in the reflective
practice by providing inputs in the form of a new perspective, enabling discussion, sharing of
best practices for improving one’s teaching effectiveness.

FO2: Project Based Learning
Anoop Kumar Verma, School of Energy and Environment

Project-based learning is a student-centered pedagogy that involves a dynamic classroom
approach in which it is believed that students acquire a deeper knowledge through active
exploration of real-world challenges and problems. It can really help students for lifelong learning
skills as this kind of project-based learning could lead to research integrated teaching in the
context of their programme of study.

FO3: Fostering Self-Regulated Learning
Loveleen Kaur Brar, School of Physics and Materials Science

Self-regulation in students leads to transformation of learner abilities into academic skills. Self-
regulated learning underpins the development of many desirable graduate attributes such as
critical thinking, life-long learning, deep knowledge, commitment to personal development etc.
